“Yorkshire Chess Association” Websites

The yorkshirechess.org website (which is not owned in any way by the YCA) has had problems of two kinds.  Firstly, the four people running it (or some of them) have changed jobs to ones impinging more on their spare time, and of course Ihor got married!  Secondly, the web host is demanding more money than the four are willing to pay (£12 per month, on top of the domain name paid for by Ihor).  The website is now off line.

The YCA used to have two official organs of communication, the start-of-season Diary (later merged with the grading list to form the Year Book) and the Bulletin.  When websites came into existence, the Bulletin ceased to be produced, and yorkshirechess.org became regarded as the “YCA website”.

As day-to-day news-coverage provided by yorkshirechess.org dwindled, and since I'd set up a YCA-Year-Book-on-line-website, I responded to comments lamenting the absence of the communication facilities (such, in fact, as were in the past supplied by the Bulletin), by expanding the Year Book website to a form on on-line bulletin.

I understand from Ihor that there is no likelihood of the yorkshirechess.org website being revived, so I'd be happy for my own website* to be adopted as the “Yorkshire Chess Association” website.  It is already been my practice to be receptive to outside contributions, and “official” YCA notices etc could be flagged up as such some way, if that was desired. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]In case it is of interest, some people miss the discussion forum aspect of the yorkshirechess.org website.  To fill this perceived gap, a “YCA” section was set up on the English Chess Forum around late April.
